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Action Items
· ENLC members should make their hotel reservations for the Charleston face-to-face meeting by May 8 to ensure the government rate per diem.

1. Welcome, Agenda Review, General Announcements 
Karen Bassett welcomed ENLC members to the conference call. She noted that ECOS had renewed Kurt Rakouskas’ contract, so he will continue as the Exchange Network coordinator for the coming year.  In addition, Karen noted that the Exchange Network National Meeting will be at the end of this month (April 26-28) in Denver, CO.
2. Regional Strategy Update and Follow-Up

On March 28, EPA Deputy Administrator Bob Perciasepe sent a letter to EPA Assistant Administrators and Regional Administrators acknowledging the work that National Program Managers have done to include references to the Exchange Network in grant guidance and asking Regions to actively engage in the Network at their level. All ENLC members should have received a copy of this memo.  Region 3, OEI, and Kurt Rakouskas have developed guidance to help Regions incorporate language on the ten priority flows into state grant work plans, and Region 3 has sent this information out to the Assistant Regional Administrators.

3. Update on Network Interoperability Issues 

Kurt Rakouskas gave an update on the Exchange Network interoperability issues.  There is currently an issue preventing different types of the Exchange Network nodes from communicating with one another.  A group of NTG members has been working with the node vendors to resolve this issue.  This group decided a change to the node specification was the best course of action, though it will require some adjustments to the Node 2.0 installations already in place.  Kurt noted that the fix is not a large technical challenge, but more of a communications challenge.  Kurt is identifying all the partners affected by these changes and he and the node vendors will be working with these partners to update the affected Node and Node Client software.  If there is a need for additional resources to help a partner, ECOS has resources available to assist.   

Deb Quinn asked whether this update would impact the Node 2.0 flows; she noted that her state found installing Node 2.0 easy but that migrating existing flows to Node 2.0 required more time and tweaking.  Kurt said that partners may have to reload any plug-ins, but that early indications are that this should be a relatively straightforward fix.  

Karen asked whether there was a target date to get everyone updated to the Node 2.0 specification.  Kurt said that the NTG will be discussing this on a future call.
4.  ECOS Spring Meeting Update
Kurt Rakouskas gave a brief update on the ECOS Spring Meeting, which was in Alexandria, VA on March 28-30.  Kurt spoke at the Data Management Work Group meeting and gave a brief Exchange Network update, and Andy Battin provided an update on the regional strategy for supporting the drive to finish Phase I.  Kurt said that there were no new commissioners in attendance at the meeting, but those who were there asked good questions and were supportive of the Exchange Network.  Lee Garrigan thanked all those from EPA who attended the meeting.
Karen Bassett noted that ECOS passed a resolution on respectful use of data.  This resolution (ECOS Resolution 11-2) asks that EPA provide advance notice to states and EPA regional offices prior to the scheduled release of routine datasets in cases where data use and distribution are not subject to more specific agreements, so that states are prepared to respond to potential inquiries by the press and the public.  Karen noted that this protocol is similar to what is done for SRF reviews.  Karen will be following up with Malcolm Jackson on this resolution.  
5. Logistics for Charleston, SC ENLC Meeting
The next in-person ENLC meeting will be June 8 (all day) and June 9 (half day) with travel on June 7, in Charleston, SC.  Hotel and other logistic information has been emailed to ENLC members, and members are asked to make their hotel reservations by May 8 to get the government per diem rate.  ENLC members are encouraged to let Kurt Rakouskas or Lee Garrigan know if they will not be able to attend the meeting.
