2.  Update on the ECOS Meeting
Mitch West provided an update on Exchange Network-related discussions at the September 21-23 ECOS Meeting in Whitefish, Montana.  The Exchange Network was mentioned in almost every session at the meeting, including the Air, Water, and Waste Committee sessions.  Linda Travers briefed the Climate and Energy Subcommittee on OEI’s intent to use greenhouse gas (GHG) data.  Larry Lau gave a talk during a plenary session on the Exchange Network and helped to elevate some of the issues the ENLC has been discussing about completing the National System Flows.  Highlights from the conversation include:
CROMERR

· Lisa Schlosser gave a presentation on CROMERR that went over the ECOS letter and reviewed the expense of complying with CROMERR.  Lisa also had a sidebar conversation with Cynthia Giles (AA OECA), Linda Travers, Catherine McCade (DAA OECA), Lisa Lund, and Melanie Morris and Wayne Gielseman.  The meeting attendees took several actions for follow-up: 

· (1) Lisa will meet with the Massachusetts Deputy Commissioner and sit down with the technical team to better understand CROMERR complexities and how to make the existing system in Massachusetts more compliant; 

· (2) Melanie will distribute Mississippi’s CROMERR application for the group to review.  Lisa and Catherine will co-chair the review of Mississippi’s application; and
· (3) OEI is reviewing FY2010 grants to potentially move CROMERR into Tier 1.

· CROMERR will be a main topic of the EITLC.

· Roy Walker stated that in Oklahoma he has been hearing that it is much easier for the federal programs (e.g. acid rain) to become CROMERR compliant than it is for the state processes.  Lisa Schlosser and Andy Battin will look into the state versus federal program CROMERR application process and get back to Roy Walker.  

ICIS-NPDES IPT

· ENLC members discussed the ICIS-NPDES proposed solutions and the formation of an IPT.  Mitch West stated that the alternatives analysis conducted by OECA looked at how to design inbound processes to ICIS.  The Exchange Network is central to the batch process and the design affects how easy or difficult it is to submit data.  One option for the inbound flow is to store reports in a data warehouse; the other option is to have a transactional system that allows user to change fields, delete or add data.   Many states voiced concerns about the cost and ability to do a completely transactional system.  Administrator Jackson asked OECA to take another look at the ICIS options with state costs in mind.  

· A joint letter from Linda Travers and Cynthia Giles was distributed today (September 24, 2009) indicating that an ICIS-NPDES IPT would be formed to design how the inbound processes will work.  Karen Bassett inquired if the ENLC will be able to see the list of candidates for the IPT.  Mitch West will put a placeholder in the next ENLC call agenda for the governance board to review the ICIS-NPDES IPT list.  OECA indicated that states and contractors are welcome to join the IPT; however, an IPT with 35-50 members could become unmanageable.  There is no official oversight to IPTs except in the flow design and implementation decisions.  The IPT will be run by John Dombrowski and Lucy Reed.  OECA is looking for another co-chair for the IPT.
· The NOB has typically provided advice or support to IPTs on an as needed basis.  

· Karen Bassett and Linda Travers will attend the first ICIS-NPDES IPT meeting.  The plan is to launch the IPT in mid to late October.

Greenhouse Gas Update

· The greenhouse gas (GHG) rule was discussed frequently at the ECOS meeting, especially in the context of the Data Management Work Group (DMWG).  Mitch West, Chet Wayland, and Jill Gravender spoke about a broker application that could accept reports on behalf of industry and deliver them to states and EPA as necessary.  This would add considerable work to the design of an application, but would reduce the burden on the reporting community.  The Exchange Network seems to be the lead contender for executing the broker application solution.  The Office of Air and Radiation (OAR) has committed to using Exchange Network infrastructure for data collection.

· Deb Quinn noted that the FAQ document on the EPA rule indicated that states will report directly to EPA.  Mitch West replied that the FAQ is correct, but the broker node could be operated by CDX which is considered reporting to EPA.  

· Karen Bassett inquired if there will be an IPT for the GHG data flow.  Mitch West responded that it is not clear if there will be an IPT or something similar.  The most difficult design component will be creating something that meets the needs of states operating under different regulations.  The first step is to conduct a high level principle-setting meeting that includes representatives from OAR, ECOS, states, and TCR before the design details are figured out.  Linda Travers, Karen Bassett and Mitch West will discuss the process for establishing a GHG IPT or similar workgroup in more detail at the ENLC/NOB Co-chairs’ meeting.
