National Symposium
Mitch provided an update on the National Symposium. There were more state people present this year than in the past, and several there for the launching of the EITLC. A primary theme was around the mounting of web services. The Exchange Network was mentioned frequently throughout the Symposium, and the Associate Regional Administrators meeting included a briefing on the Network as well. The ARA determined to follow up in January on engaging regional programs in the EN and integrating the EN grant program into the integrated grants, making explicit that the EN is the preferred option for the flow of data. It would be of value in this process to have states speak to their regional counterparts to express their wish to use the EN to report data. 
The group discussed a presentation by Dr. Lenert speaking critically about the Public Health Information Network (PHIN). Mitch clarified that this was not meant as a criticism of the Environmental Public Health Tracking Network, which many EN partners are engaged in, just of PHIN. 
Mitch, Chet, Steve Owens, and Chris Condit presented at the Symposium on the work of the Climate Registry with the Exchange Network, and there was also a session on climate change and its public health impact. There were between six and eight applicants to the grant program in this focus area. 
National User’s Conference

The User’s Conference will be taking place April 28-30 at the Westin Peachtree Plaza in Atlanta, Georgia. Kurt will be sending out hotel reservation information later this week. Chris suggested integrating themes into the agenda to tie all the sessions together and to enhance the level of importance of the Conference. The NPRG has identified providing support to Kurt in preparation for the User’s Conference as part of its work plan in the coming months.
