Updates

· Schema Conformance Reviews
Bill, Dennis and Walt looked over the UIC schema version 2. The FCD doesn’t address Node 2.0 and is written toward Node 1.0. The review findings were sent to the submitter, and most changes will likely be made.

· Updates on FRS/RCRA Publishing
Megan will meet with Dwane Young to discuss RCRA publishing. FRS is running in development mode, and will soon run on a production server at CDX. Yunhao will run tests including all queries in the FCD. Outbound services will be available on RCRA in the next few months, and possibly released at the April EN conference.

· Geo COI
The next Geo call will focus on land projects. Projects with spatial representations connected to tabular data are currently being sought for presentation on the call. Julie Harrell has a potential land project with the Cherokee Nation in North Carolina. 
Automated DRC Tool

OWIR-ATT is in the process of developing a new schema. Going through the schema review process documentation caused them to look for the DRC tool (that had morphed into a schema checker). The tool is no longer available as its server is down and would be out of date anyhow since the DRCs have gone through two sets of revisions since it was created. Kurt asked the NTG whether it was worthwhile to pursue an automated tool like this or if the manual check is good enough. After discussion, the NTG decided revamping the tool may not be valuable enough to justify the maintenance costs.

Timing of Next NTG F2F Meeting

NTG members decided that earlier in March would be the best time for an NTG F2F meeting, as April would be too close to the EN conference. Shawna will send out a poll after the call to check people’s availability. Possible weeks are March 8th, 15th, and 29th. The location will also be chosen, but cost is a concern so it may stay in DC.

Update on R7/R8 Meeting

Maryane was not available for this update, so we’ll have a more thorough report out when she’s on the call. Mitch was able to provide a few updates, including the following.

· Three states are discussing implementing OpenNode2 without contractor support

· South Dakota is back and making progress on a number of flows

· Several states expect to have new flows up in January

Mitch also reported that questions have surrounded the implementation matrix since its inception, and regional coordinators are unsure why some flows do not show up. Governance is looking into how to better explain the implementation matrix and reassure people it is not a report card.
