Updates

· Schema Conformance Reviews
EMTS and UIC schema documentation have come through recently. Both have already been reviewed and feedback has been sent to the developers. 

· Update on FRS/RCRA Publishing 
Megan Thynge and Lee Kyle met with Dwane Young to discuss next steps on RCRA publishing efforts. Dwane noted the following two priorities: 

· Implementing outbound flows of RCRA data to the States using ‘syncing services’ through CDX; and

· Functional and public web services. 

Outbound flows are the highest priority, but functional web services will work well for demonstrations. RCRA plans to present its data publishing efforts at the RCRAInfo conference in March, the EN Users Conference in April, and possibly with OEI at the OEI National Symposium. 


· GHG IPT
· The Greenhouse Gas IPT is a collaborative group of EPA and State representatives that is building an exchange for greenhouse gas information (since EPA will be collecting this information in the future). 

· As almost 20 states have their own rules in effect, the group is trying to look at how to avoid duplicative reporting and assessing whether the EN can be used to move this data around.

· Currently, the group is getting a handle on the data requirements and learning about States’ various programs/reporting thresholds/calculation methodologies, etc. 

· State programs are being compared to EPA’s requirements in order to build a draft reporting schema that encompasses as many requirements as possible. 

· The goal is to develop a single portal for reporting so facilities do not have to report to the State and EPA. 

· It is not clear yet where all the data may need to flow in the future. Therefore this needs to be as robust and flexible as possible.

· The IPT is on an accelerated timeline with and hopes to complete a draft reporting schema in late April or soon after. EPA needs reporting to start in early 2011.
EN Users Conference

Kurt went over the draft EN Users Conference Agenda. He suggested an XML boot camp presentation could help people understand XML and how it is useful outside the EN. NTG members made the following suggestions/comments: 

· Show where XML is being used in our ordinary lives (e.g., bank sites).

· Show the import of XML into Excel. 

· Show XML with stylesheets. 

· Possible theme: “Do more with your data.” Show people that the EN can be so much more than transferring data to EPA.

February 4 NTG/NPRG Open Call

The February 4th open call will focus on the business value of shared resources and tools on the EN.  A podcast of Mitch talking about the theme and universal questions from the user community will be coming out soon. Presenters include: Eleanor Howe (MA) on the MassAir Project, Jurgen Koch (TX) on NetDMR, and Doug Timms (enfoTech) on upcoming open source node. There will be a discussion of what it means to design something for reuse and how the EN can encourage people to develop resources for reuse. NTG members made the following suggestions:

· It would be good to take an EN product and demonstrate “reuse” in some way (e.g., Wisconsin implementing the MassAir tool).

· Develop a list of downloadable tools and resources that can be stored and displayed in one place online.

· There’s a placeholder on the user’s conference agenda for reuse, so this call is a good precursor to that session.
