Updates

NTG Face to Face Meeting

Schema Conformance Reviews

· Windsor developed the tank schema for use on the HERE flow for the Region 7 states. There is also an existing tank schema developed by Michigan Homeland Security, so Windsor is going to review it for parallels and differences to try to make the schemas consistent.  Following that review, Windsor will release an updated version of the tank schema.   

April 15 Open Call

· The scheduled Open Call was pushed back a week to accommodate speakers.

· This call will focus on geospatial activities.  Louis Sweeny will discuss some related geospatial updates, and there will be three to four presentations on geospatial projects on the network.  

ECOS Meeting

Kurt provided an overview of the ECOS meeting.

· The Data Management team met on the first morning of the meeting and had presentations from Linda Travers (EPA OEI), Mitch West, and Kong Chiu (EPA Office of Atmospheric Programs).  

· Kurt presented the work that Dennis and the Region 7 states have been doing on applications for smart phones.  These applications allow a user to pull facility data from any participating state and get some basic environmental information about the facility.  

National System Flow Strategy

· NTG members are reminded to send comments on the National System Flow documents previously sent out.  

EN Tool Inventory

· Bill Rensmith put together a spreadsheet to catalog all the tools available for the Exchange Network that are in active use.  The spreadsheet includes EN Shareable tools and Online Tools and Services, with some basic information about each tool.   

· NTG members will check the information to make sure it is up-to-date.  If anyone is willing to provide a two to three sentence description of one or some of the tools, that would also be helpful.

· NTG members suggested that the tools should be added to the Reusable Component Services Registry and that the inventory or a link to it should be available on the EN Website or Wiki.

· EPA OEI will verify that the URLs listed for CDX and CGI tools are accurate.

Discuss Admin Flow IPT

Mitch discussed the idea of forming an Admin Flow IPT, which is detailed further in the documents sent around for this call.

· The concept of an admin flow is to apply flow design techniques to standardize a set of EN services that can be used to manage exchanges effectively.  

· There was general agreement in launching an IPT and improving the quality and consistency of services.  
· Mitch does not see a need for spending too much time writing a charter. 

· A workplan for scoping and creating the product should be the first activity and the discussion focus of the first conference call.

· Kurt will speak with enfoTech and Windsor Solutions about technical support and availability for supporting this IPT.

Discuss revised Conformance Report Review Process document

Bill reviewed the changes he made to the Conformance Report Process document.  

· Mitch recommended a few additional changes in regards to strengthening the language in the diagram in Section 3.
