· Data Access
· The concept of data publishing has been rebranded to be data publishing.

· This new term is more comfortable to data providers and provides a better description of what it means to be able to get access to data on the EN. 
· ENLC Meeting Download

· The ENLC approved the approach and framework for implementation plan

· The ENLC would like a definition of what it means to be ‘done’ with a national system flow.

· Admin Flow IPT

·  The Admin Flow IPT held a kick-off call to discuss the scope of their assignment and deliverables. 

· The Admin IPT expects to meet every few weeks to develop their products and discuss options. 

· Open Call

· The next Open Call will focus on practical implementation advice on national system flows.
