Updates
· Schema Conformance Reviews: 
· EPA’s Office of Atmospheric Programs has some questions about how to design a greenhouse gas data flow related to the proposed Mandatory Reporting Rule of Greenhouse Gases. A workgroup recently met and Windsor Solutions is compiling feedback on the initial set of questions. 
· Dennis Murphy is doing some development work on version 2 of the UIC schema.
· RCRA v5 is almost complete.
· There was a full batch ICIS call this week. A new version of the schema will likely be out in 2011.
· ENDS 2.0/SOAPAction Issue: During CDX testing of state node endpoints in ENDS, an interoperability issue was discovered as the ENDS node does not allow the use of SOAPAction in the header, and all other .NET node implementations carry an empty Action string in the header in order to be interoperable with Microsoft.  Ross & Associates will coordinate a call to discuss this issue and a couple other issues that aren’t clearly defined in the Node spec and get back to the NTG.


· Node Test Tool FCD: Kurt, Bill, Tom, and Dennis B. met to discuss some issues identified in the Node 2.0 test tool. Bill is going to revise the Node 2.0 test tool FCD and distribute it to the NTG. 

· EDRCs: Comments on the EDRCs were received from John Dombrowski’s technical staff.  Many of the comments were grandfathering requests, which presumably will not be needed after the ICIS-NPDES group moves forward on developing a schema that conforms to the new rules. The NTG would prefer not to change the EDRCs to grandfather in a schema that is under development for future release. Kurt will ask Bill to address the comments that are separate from the grandfathering issues. 


Action Items: 
· Shawna will schedule Node 2.0 Interoperability Issues meeting.
· Bill will make revisions to Node 2.0 test tool FCD and share it with the NTG.

· Kurt will ask Bill to address non-grandfathering oriented comments on the EDRCs.
ENLC/NOB Joint Meeting
Rob, Glen and Kurt reported out on the October ENLC/NOB joint meeting. The ENLC and the NOB were impressed with the NTG’s work over the past year and requested that the NTG:

· Continue to work with EPA partners around data publishing; and
· Work with Chris Clark and others to define how the web client can work across the Network.

With regard to EPA data publishing, Tom Aten noted a disconnect between the processes and goals within EPA, citing the National Air Toxics Action as an example. He thinks states should be informed of what’s happening with their data.  The NTG may be a good group to frame the question of how data publishing efforts can/should intersect with co-managed business processes at the state and federal level. 
Additional outcomes from the ENLC/NOB meeting that related to the NTG included the following:

· The NOB will be putting together a matrix that looks at all the national system flows to assess how they’re functioning across partners and develop long-term improvements consistent with the EN principles. The NOB will work with the NTG as needed on operational issues.
· There will now be quarterly coordination meetings of the NOB, ENLC, NPRG, and NTG co-chairs.

· For the goal of encouraging implementation reuse, the NTG and NPRG should think about how to encourage people on open calls to think more about reuse opportunities.
Demand for NAAS Documentation
Dennis B. provided some background on his need for a NAAS user manual or guide that would provide all of the addresses and items needed to manage users, policies, and change passwords. A document like this was put together in 2004, but was not finalized and is now out of date. Chris and Chuck agreed to review the 2004 package of documentation for accuracy and consistency with NAAS 3.0/Node 2.0 and think about what a revised guidance document should look like. NTG members made the following suggestions for what to integrate into the revised guidance:

· Keep node admins in mind and provide them with the tools they need to do what we expect them to be able to do.
· Let people know that they CAN put a secure authentication key on a load balanced request.

· Describe the interface as a baseline; but also note some lessons learned (on things like certificate issues) and share contact info for people who’ve already dealt with the issue.
Action Items: 
· CDX will review the 2004 package of network security documentation for accuracy and consistency with NAAS 3.0/Node 2.0 and work on a revised version, integrating the NTG’s suggestions.
December 10, 2009 Open Call
Shawna gave an update on the plans for the next open call. The focus will be on the implementation experience with OpenNode2 as shared by state and tribal representatives.
