Updates
· Reusable Component Services Registry:

Lico gave an update on the Reusable Component Services Registry. Production is planned for February. Lico could share a demo and the design document with the NTG on the late January call. He’d like NTG input on the design document. 
· New NTG Participants:
The NTG welcomed Kristen Gunthardt from the Office of Water as a new EPA member on the NTG. The NTG also welcomed four new participants from CGI, including Walt Baucom, William Labar, Jason Payne, and Tim Turrito. In addition, Lee Kyle and Megan Thynge from EPA OEI plan to join NTG calls regularly to in order to continue to collaborate on EPA’s data publishing efforts.
· Schema Conformance Reviews: 
· The RCRA version 5 schema package looked great to reviewers. 
· UIC version 2 is almost ready for review and will be sent to the NTG with a request for an expedited review period.
· TRI is not changing for 2009.
· Node 2.0 Interoperability Issues: Representatives from CDX, the four major node vendors, Mitch, Kurt, and Glen participated in a call on 11/30/09 to develop more explicit definitions for three technical areas of the Node 2.0 spec in order to avoid interoperability issues that can stem from different interpretations. 

The three technical areas discussed were:

· Use of SOAPAction in HTTP header

· Use of MTOM in non-payload oriented methods like Authenticate

· Support for MTOM in exceptions to MTOM enabled methods

The group made some decisions, but the issues are complicated and discussions will continue in detail in the afternoon of December 17.


· EDRCs: Bill addressed the non-grandfathering oriented comments raised by OECA, but no changes were made to the EDRCs.  The NOB will review (and likely approve) the EDRCs on their 1/12/10 call.


Action Items: 
· Shawna will add a placeholder to the 1/28/10 NTG call for a demo of the RCS Registry.
Flow Conformance Questionnaire
Bill shared the checklist that he prepared for flow developers preparing conformance reports. The questionnaire should streamline the conformance report process by making it easier to prepare while being more comprehensive. This will potentially replace the current conformance reporting rules. The NTG agreed to move forward on reviewing the questionnaire with a subset group. This group will also think about how to advertise and implement the new process.
Action Items: 
· Shawna will send out a scheduling email for the schema conformance sub group.
NTG/NPRG Open Calls
· Debrief on 12/10/09 Call: The OpenNode2 implementation experiences call went well. People really liked hearing about the NW Indian Fish Commission project. Feedback from the user community was positive. For this call, a podcast was developed as a teaser for the call and a facebook page was created to advertise events like Open Calls on the Network.
· Potential Topics for 2/4/10 Call: The NTG talked about what might work well for the next open call. Top choices included: 
· How are other organizations using the Network data?
· Share the relationships between the governance groups and what they’re up to. Have members of all the governance groups on the call to answer questions. Give the user community an opportunity to share what may not be working well.

Mitch volunteered to be one of the two NTG representatives responsible for helping to plan this call.  There were no other volunteers, so Shawna will follow-up with people directly.

Action Items: 
· Shawna will share the NTG’s ideas for the next Open Call with NPRG folks at Ross.
· Shawna will ping NTG members to find a second volunteer for a planning call with the two NPRG volunteers for this call.
EPA Data Publishing
Lee shared some updates on FRS and RCRA data publishing efforts. 
· CDX is working on a database issue for Facility ID 3.0. As soon as that is resolved and final testing is completed, it could launch into production. It is currently working in two test environments. Yunhao noted that the schema doesn’t verify correctly. CDX will have a follow-up discussion on this and loop back with Dennis Burling, the co-chair of the IPT for FRS 3.0.
· The release of outbound services for RCRA will be discussed with Dwane Young on January 11, 2010.

· How the EN web client can support data publishing efforts

· How the EN infrastructure supports publishing

· RCRA and FRS status
