Critical Issues:

· The FCD does not explicitly state the name of the result schema for each data service. For example:

· Request: NetDMR.GetScheduledDMRsByDate_v1.0
· Result Schema: NetDMR_PermitsScheduledDMR_V1.0.xsd
Non-critical Issues:

· The Term “Data Flow” is often used in the FCD where “Data Service” may be more appropriate. In network parlance, “Data Flow” is used to refer to the entire suite of data services and processing associated with an exchange. “The NetDMR data flow has four data services”.

· Some areas of the document are CDX-processing centric that are meant to be applicable to any NPDES database back-end. For example, 4.1.4 talks about CDX receiving the request.
