· Schema is valid (Altova XMLSpy Professional Edition 2007 sp2)

· The SRS schema complies with EN namespace, file naming, and component versioning.
4. Review of Data Exchange Template
· DET Template was used. Excellent level of completeness.
5. Review of Flow Configuration Document
· Overall the FCD is excellent; high degree of completeness and very good readability.
· I do see one point where clarification is needed and a possible change. The Node 2.0 specification allows for the same parameter to be repeated in a data service request. The specification calls this to be treated as an “OR” condition for query purposes when two or more parameters with the same name are listed (see section 3.6.2). This raises a few issues with the way data service parameters are described in the FCD:

· What would occur when two conflicting qualification parameters were provided? For example “contains” and “begins”.

· Does this negate the usefulness of the XML-encoded parameters for include/exclude lists and the like?
