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Version 2.0 of the AQS Submission Schema represents a complete overhaul of the schema.  We recommend that developers treat version 2.0 of this schema as a new schema rather than attempting to make a series of updates based on a list of changes.  Some of the components of version 1.0 of the schema will be re-usable, but so many changes have been made to the form and content of the schema that we think it would be more efficient to consider it a new schema.
Summary of changes made

Incorporation of new (and changing of existing) elements and types to make use of the ESAR (Environmental Sampling, Analysis, and Results) data standard.

Structural changes to renormalize the information to make it more understandable to users.  Version 1.0 relied on a pure information engineering approach to optimize the schema structure.  This version relies on a more business and use oriented approach that allows for flexibility (e.g., AQS and AirNow data can be transferred in this structure, where in the old one, new elements would have to be added).  That is, hierarchies, cardinalities, and relationships changed.
Incorporation of version 2 of the Shared Schema Components.

Changes to data elements and relationships to accommodate actual and anticipated changes in AQS reporting requirements.  Some of the changes were to make elements more generic so that future changes to reporting requirements may not require schema changes.
